Matters arising from the minutes.
(a)   
Millennium Roadstone. Cllr Mrs Cupper and Vanessa Tucker had walked along Marshall Road to locate a suitable position for the new roadstone. The position chosen was approximately 15 metres up from the last roadstone, opposite Marks & Spencer’s at The Meadows. The Committee decided that a site meeting should be held, the date of which is to be confirmed.

Items for Information / Decision. 


(a)
 Chewing Gum Action Group.


The Committee were shown some information on The Chewing Gum Action Group – a joint initiative for local authorities aiming to change the behaviour of gum-droppers through local campaigns. It was decided that applying to be included in the 2009 campaign wasn’t necessary. Location details should instead be given to Bracknell Forest Council where particular chewing gum problems arise so that these areas can be cleaned using their machine. ACTION

College Road – Dog Fouling.


A dog-fouling problem on College Road had been noted and publicised in the Residents Association magazine. The situation has improved since the complaint was made, but this will continue to be monitored. NOTED

Public Toilet.


A request had been made by a local resident to have a “pay to enter” public toilet installed in Sandhurst, similar to the one in Crowthorne. Despite considering such a facility in the past, the Committee did discuss this matter again, but decided that it wouldn’t be practical. The reason being that Sandhurst doesn’t have a central high street on which to place a toilet, and there is already a public toilet facility in the Memorial Park. NOTED
