(a)   
Clean Team Sponsorship. The posters advertising for Clean Team sponsorship have now been distributed to local businesses in College Town, Little Sandhurst and Owlsmoor. As a result Tyne Carpets on Yorktown Road have donated £50.00. Posters are still to be distributed in Central Sandhurst. ACTION

Budgets 2010/2011. The Assistant Executive Officer provided copies of the Draft Environment Budget for 2010/2011, which had been established following agreement of the Wish List. 



It was unanimously agreed to RECOMMEND this 2010/2011 budget to the Strategy and Policy Committee.

Millennium Stone. The Planning Application for the Millennium Stone has now been submitted to the Planning Department of Bracknell Forest Council. A second letter has been sent to Mr Lever, but we are yet to receive a response. An alternative quote of £1239.41 has been received from Camberley & District Funeral Directors for the stone and Bamtree Construction have been asked to quote for the brickwork. NOTED

Grit Bins. Discussions took place around grit bins and whether there were sufficient numbers throughout Sandhurst. Cllr Mrs Bettison stated that Bracknell Forest Council have strict guidelines regarding the gradient of roads and only those that meet certain criteria have grit bins. As Bracknell Forest Council charge £300 per grit bin, plus a yearly maintenance fee, there was concern that Sandhurst Town Council could end up funding too many. Members agreed to think about where extra grit bins were perhaps needed or where existing grit bins could be better located for further discussion at the next meeting. ACTION 



During the recent bad weather Cllr Brossard caught someone stealing the grit from grit bins and using it to clear people’s driveways, for a charge of £10. This was reported to the police and it was suggested that the next STC newsletter should contain an article on this very matter. ACTION
