Announcements.  The Chairman announced that the order of business would be as stated in the Committee procedures document. NOTED.

(a)   
Minute 19(a) Handrail at Sandhurst Halt.  Cllr Mrs Cupper had contacted First Great Western again, but had not received a reply. It was agreed to keep chasing for action on this item. ACTION.

Minute 19(c) Community Transport.  Cllr Mrs Bettison declared a Personal Interest. Following the presentation by Fred Rule at the Council Meeting held on 13th November 2008 it was agreed by the Committee to RECOMMEND that the support towards Keep Mobile should be maintained. See budget proposals.

Minute 19(e) Parking in Central Sandhurst.  The Executive Officer reported that a copy of the draft plans for extra parking at the Broadway site were in the office for those interested. It was emphasised that this was not an indication that the project would be progressed since these details only represented outline suggestions in support of the Bracknell Forest Council Capital project funding bid. NOTED.


Cllr Mrs Shephard reported that approaches had been made to Bracknell Forest Council over more disabled parking spaces at the surgery sites. NOTED.
