Cllr Mrs Pidgeon had attended the Blackwater Valley Annual General Meeting at Rushmoor and was amazed at the work carried out by the rangers and the volunteers. They were very grateful of the £5,000 worth of funding from Sandhurst Town Council, which has allowed them to sustain their rolling programme of work. Hopefully Sandhurst Town Council will be able to offer them the same again next year. NOTED

Members were asked to consider the following Motion:


 “Having established a feasibility group which met on 1st October 2009, and concluded that considerable benefit could accrue to Sandhurst from the Town Council leading on Sandhurst working towards becoming a ‘Rights and Responsibility’ town, this council will establish a Rights, Respect and Responsibility Task Group to work with relevant organisations within Sandhurst to proceed towards making Sandhurst a Rights, Respect and Responsibility Town.” Proposed by Cllr Bettison. Seconded by Cllr Edger.


Cllr Bettison moved the Motion and referenced his speech with the excellent presentation by Fiona Edwards at the September Council Meeting and the notes from the meeting held on 1st October 2009 that had been distributed to Members.


He said that discussions had been wide ranging and very positive. The principles of Rights, Respect & Responsibility he felt were something that everyone subscribed to, however, putting them into practice was no longer given the prominence in society that they deserved. He put forward that with all Community organisations working together in Sandhurst it would be possible to believe that Sandhurst could lead the way.


Secondary to the Motion Cllr Edger referred to the initiatives that had gone before. Sandhurst 2000 and Sandhurst Pride were prime examples where Sandhurst had been forward thinking and to do nothing about the Rights, Respect & Responsibility agenda is not an option. The meeting on 2nd December would demonstrate whether the Community want to back the initiative, but Cllr Edger felt that, as leaders of the Community, Sandhurst Town Council should demonstrate its support.


Some debate took place. Cllr Mrs Pidgeon commented that Uplands Primary School, who have Stage 1 of the schools Rights Respecting Schools scheme, had noticed the positive effect that the principles were having on pupils.
