“We recommend refusal for the following reasons;

 (i)    This area is acknowledged to be on the Blackwater River Flood Plain, and although we accept there is existing widespread housing development in the area, surely it is wrong to exacerbate the problems associated with flooding at times of extreme weather by increasing the built environment.  We are advised by local residents that the nearby area of Yorktown Road is known to have been flooded at the time of the July 2007 floods.
 

(ii)    Although we are unable to precisely identify the parking areas available, we are concerned that there might be insufficient "off street" car parking available for a development of this size.
 

  (iii)   Plots numbered 13 - 17 comprise 3 storey "town house" properties with dayrooms on the first floor, and we believe these units will have an overbearing impact on the properties to the south in Forbes Chase and Bacon Close.
 

           (iiii)  Concerns have been expressed by property owners adjoining the proposed site that there   are established colonies of bats on the development site which, along with other wildlife species, will be in danger as a result of the proposed development.
