This is a very steeply sloping site and the properties at 78 and 80 Mickle Hill are substantially lower than the subject property. The two-storey floor to ceiling windows on the subject property will overlook 78 and 80 Mickle Hill.

(ii)
The design of the property is in stark contrast to all neighbouring properties and does not fit in with the street scene of this locality.

(iii)
The construction of this property will seriously impair sight lines for traffic entering and leaving this stretch of road.

(iv)
We are concerned that the limited parking areas would not enable vehicles to leave the site in a forward direction.”
