The property is situated on a bend with poor sight lines on a distributor road.”

P.A. 09/00155 – 6 College Crescent, College Town. Erection of first floor dormer to front.

“We recommend approval for the following reason;

(i)
Sandhurst Town Council were strongly in support of the previous application for a gable-ended extension to the first floor bedroom. Much to our surprise and consternation this was rejected by Bracknell Forest Council and by the Inspector upon appeal – we did communicate with the Planning Inspectorate to complain at inaccuracies in their Report and, whilst they acknowledged those inaccuracies, they stated that the Inspectors decision would stand. When the recent BFC Head of Planning (who was in post for only a short time) visited Sandhurst Town Council Planning Committee earlier this year we took him to see this particular site to express our concerns at the outcome of this application and appeal, and he shared our view that the original application was worthy of support. We sincerely hope that this application will be approved expeditiously.”

P.A. 09/00226 – The Meadows, Marshall Road, College Town. Installation of combined heat and power unit on existing roof.

P.A. 09/00267 – 80 High Street, Little Sandhurst. This Council was opposed to the original application for change of use to a food takeaway outlet, by virtue of the fact that this area is believed to be over supplied with such outlets and this particular unit is in the midst of a residential area and has residential flats above.

We believe that all other fast food outlets in Sandhurst have their opening times restricted to 23.00 hours and have no wish to set an unwelcomed precedent for this unit.”
