P.A. 09/00702 – Land Rear of 290 to 306 Yorktown Road, College Town. Erection of 8no. three bedroom houses, 5no. two bedroom houses, 3no. two bedroom maisonettes and 1no. one bedroom flat with associated parking and new access from Yorktown Road following demolition of 294 and 296 Yorktown Road. (Re-submission of 09/00126/FUL).


“We recommend refusal for the following reasons;

(i)
This area is acknowledged to be on the Blackwater River Flood Plain and, although we accept that there is existing widespread housing development in the Area, we believe it would be wrong to exacerbate the problems associated with flooding at times of extreme weather by significantly increasing the built environment - particularly as local flooding problems would appear to reflect problems with local surface water drainage, rather than the river bursting it's banks.  We are advised by local residents that the nearby area of Yorktown Road was flooded during the floods in Sandhurst in July 2007.
(ii)
Plots numbered 12-16 comprise 3 storey properties with day rooms on the first floor.  We believe these units will have an overbearing impact on, and overlook, the adjacent properties in Forbes Chase and Bacon Close.
(iii)
A wide range of concerns have been expressed by local residents opposed to this development and we would wish the following aspects to be carefully considered:

a)
Car parking to meet current standards.


b)
Impact of the development on ecological issues i.e. wildlife, bats etc.


c)
Impact on the very busy local road network.”

P.A. 09/00704 – 5 Oak Avenue, Owlsmoor. Erection of part single storey part two storey side and rear extension. (Part retrospective).


“Considered no objection, taking into account the following observations:

(i)
That the proposed additional first floor bathroom doesn’t contravene the required angles of light for the adjacent property at 7 Oak Avenue.

(ii)
We are concerned that the flue for the wood burning stove terminates at a low level and might create air pollution problems for the neighbouring properties.”

P.A. 09/00711 – 11 Maple Close, Little Sandhurst. Erection of part two storey part single storey side extension and single storey rear extension.
