“We recommend refusal for the following reasons;

(i)
The previous application 09/00704 was refused on the grounds that the proposed extension "by reason of its siting and size would result in an overbearing impact to the detriment of the living conditions of the neighbouring occupants at No 7 Oak Avenue".  We have visited the neighbouring property at No 7, which has a very small rear garden, and do not believe that the proposed modest reduction in the size of the 1st Floor Bathroom will create any significant reduction in the extent to which this extension will be unacceptably overbearing on the neighbouring property.  In addition, we would re-iterate our view that the proposed steel flue from the wood burning stove would likely create smoke pollution for the neighbouring property.”
